Lighting Designer 
The lighting designer will work under the direction of Liz Villard, Yard Resident Lighting Designer, and off-site advisor 

Steven Shelley, author of A Practical Guide to Stage Lighting. The lighting designer will have the opportunity to design 
many of The Yard’s season of productions. 

 

Candidates must possess at least one year’s experience lighting dance and a knowledge of how the light plot safely 
interacts with performers. The Yard is a commune-style theatrical situation on Martha's Vineyard, and as such is 

relatively remote; help is not just down the street.  Ability to multitask, rapidly design and execute under pressure with 
limited resources is a must. Hands-on knowledge of basic lighting fixtures, dimmers, and ETC consoles a must. 

Candidates must be self-motivated to work long hours, have the ability to trouble-shoot, possess the tools to do so, 
and know when to ask questions.  

 

Production stage manager 
Candidates must possess at least one year’s experience stage managing and calling dance. Candidates must possess all 

skills typically associated with stage management, as well as experience scheduling multiple rehearsals in multiple 
rehearsal spaces. The ability to rapidly adapt, react, and execute under pressure with aplomb a must. Ability to take 

command and provide leadership with limited resources and/or peoplepower a must. Candidates must be self-
motivated and self-contained to work long hours, know when to ask questions, and remain positive under duress.  

 

Both of these positions are an excellent first step into the professional dance and live stage world.  
 

The fee for either professional position for the entire 5 month period is $2500, with travel and housing provided.  
The overall fee is negotiable, relative to the length of availability. 

 

All Yard staff have the opportunity to take dance and yoga classes at The Yard, free admission to all Yard events and 
receptions, and use of rehearsal space when available.   All summer employees must have a valid driver’s license and a 

laptop computer.

Regardless of their specific skills, all interns may be asked to do a wide range of tasks from basic site maintenance and 
cleaning to hospitality at parties and receptions.  Duties will include early morning and late evening hours.  All summer
